What to know: Police officers 
responded to MSMHS this 
April after receiving an 
automated message saying 
the school was in lockdown — 
even though it wasnʼt. 
Investigations later found 
that the police response was 
the result of a timing issue 
within the Marine Science 
emergency alert system.

Investigations: After arriving 
at the school, the officers 
walked the building with 
principal Ms. Amatrudo, 
finding no clear threat to the 
__

student safety. Following the 
incident, employees from 
LEARN launched a full 
investigation into the issue.

Here's why: According to Ms. 
Amatrudo, the false alert 
went out after “the lockdown 
extension was dialed for less 
than one second” which was 
long enough to alert the 911 
dispatch center,  but too short 
to initiate a lockdown 
announcement. The timing 
issue has since been fixed.
